reverse side. illoruck WFT has excel-
lent resistance to weathering, abra-
sion and tearing. WFT is a component
of the illoruck system for the proper
sealing of windows and doors.

Material

illbruck Window Flashing Tope is a
self-adhering butyl based ftlashing.
The butyl is 18 mils with a 2.0-mil
polyethylene film as the protective top
layer. The butyl rubber is 100% solids
and vyields 100 feet per roll. WFT
weighs between 6.3 lbs. and 18 lbs.
depending on the width of the tape.
The release liner is a one-sided sili-
conized paper. The tape is dimen-
sionally stable in both longitudinal and
transverse directions. The tape has an
extended exposure time to UV, with
the white film allowing exposure up to
120 days of the original application.

WFT has an ideal profile that is de-
signed for flashing exterior window
and door perimeters. The infended use
of WFT is to prevent water intrusion
while protecting vital joints around
windows and doors. The exterior ap-
plication of the tape is to divert water
around the window. WFT is designed
for flashing head and jomb nail
flanges and to function as a flashing
for residential and light commercial
fenestration products. illoruck Window
Flashing Tape is ideal to use as a
jamb and head solution for flashing
windows and doors.

Limitations

Do not adhere tape to substrates
that have retained a high % of
moisture

Do not exceed unsupported spans
that exceed 1/2"

Preparing for Sealing

The substrate must be free of oil,
grease, dust and debris. The white
side of the tape faces the weathering
side when applied. Substrate(s) should
be free of moisture, frost and water
for optimal adhesion. Remove all wrin-
kles by using a pressure roller after

applying.
Priming
When applying tape between 35°F —

45°F a primer is recommended to in-
crease initiol adhesion.

Adhesion Pretest

illoruck recommends an adhesion pre-
test with materials in which it will be
applied. A pretreatment with primer
does enhance the initial adhesive
properties on some tested surfaces.

Apply flexible flashing in rough opening and
overlap corners with Window Flashing Tape.

At head condition Window Floshin? Tape should
overlap both verticals in a shingle like manner.

illoruck engineering. illoruck suggests
following the installation practice of
future versions of ASTM E-2112 and
dlso follow the AAMA Installation
Masters™ Program.
